Dear Pastor, 

At My Faith Votes we believe your role as pastor is the most crucial in society. You have the responsibility to preach the word, teach God’s truth, lead people in worship, tend your flock, and mobilize your church for Christian witness and service. (Ephesians 4:11-16) 

Today, Oklahoma needs you and the influence of your church. 

The Threat 
There is a special election on Tuesday, March 7, to decide State Question 820 (SQ 820) which would legalize recreational marijuana in Oklahoma. It could have devastating consequences for your congregation if it passes. 

· Would you vote for children to use marijuana? When Colorado legalized marijuana for people 21 and over, use by kids ages 12 and up tripled. 
· Would you vote to increase deadly traffic accidents? When Colorado legalized marijuana, traffic deaths increased 29%.  
· Would you vote for someone you love to take their own life? Colorado legalized marijuana in 2013 and now 29% of suicide victims test positive for marijuana in their system. 
· Would you vote to increase access to a dangerous drug? Marijuana is a Schedule 1 drug, considered the most dangerous by the DEA.

The Solution 
Alert your congregation and encourage them to VOTE NO. Share the following message from the pulpit this Sunday and consider sending it to your members via email too. 

As your pastor I have a responsibility to preach the Word and mobilize our church for Christian witness and service. That’s why I’m telling you about a special election on Tuesday, March 7, to decide State Question 820 which would legalize recreational marijuana in Oklahoma. Please go to the polls that day and VOTE NO. The Bible warns against substance abuse and its consequences. 1 Peter 5:8 says, “Be alert and of a sober mind. Your enemy the devil prowls around like a roaring lion looking for someone to devour.” Marijuana is a lion and more dangerous than you realize. Since Colorado legalized recreational marijuana for people 21 and over, use among children as young as 12 has tripled, deadly traffic deaths have increased by a third, and 29% of suicide victims now test positive for marijuana in their system. 

If you are registered, VOTE NO on March 7. If you’re not registered, get registered and then VOTE NO. The last day to register to vote in the special election is February 10. You can easily check your registration and register to vote by visiting: MyFaithVotes.org/RegisterToVoteInOklahoma

This is a concrete way we can have a positive, biblical, influence on our community. 
The wolves are at the door. Big marijuana interests want to profit off our children. So, please do all that you can to rally your congregation and use your influence in your community for a NO vote on SQ 820.
